Whoever has power abuses it.  It seems that ideol-
ogy works only as a cover, such that the Right is 
as likely as the Left to fasten control over our lives 
and property, if only in different ways and with dif-
ferent excuses. The second Houston Mises Circle, 
sponsored by Jeremy S. Davis, gathered at 
Vargo's Restaurant on April 14 to examine this re-
ality, explain how to spot a despot, and what to do 
about their recurrence.

    HCLP continues to make progress towards 
becoming a potent mechanism for political 
change.

    During the historic March 17th Affiliates 
Business Meeting, we unveiled our first online organizational chart.  
Only by locating real leaders, willing & able to consistently fill their 
respective functions, can the HCLP move from being an illusion to a 
reality.  Indeed, a pretense to function as a credible organization 
without dedicating the required personal time would constitute a 
group form of self delusion, or a type of role playing fantasy.  By 
spending only a few hours per month on a regular basis, I’m confi-
dent we’ll all come together as a team, and make change happen.  
 

    Our opponents in political campaigns spend the time in order to 
gain victory against their opponents.  In order to retrieve Liberty 
from the jaws of tyranny, libertarians must also invest our time, en-
ergy and emotions towards accomplishing our mission.  The leaders 
who have agreed to fulfill the duties listed on our Org Chart are the 
first ones who must step up to the plate, and make HCLP a reality.  
Success breeds success.  If HCLP makes progress, help will come. 
 

    The LP mindset is changing.  One local LP leader in particular, and 
his family, has recently been making great personal sacrifices - Kevin 
Tunstall.  On Monday night, April 16th, I watched Kevin Tunstall 
stand eyeball to eyeball with the beast in Missouri City … His spirit is 
one akin to our nation’s founders.

     A historic meeting was held at the University of Hous-
ton on March 17th.  Affiliates of HCLP were called to at-
tend a gathering of the HCLP body outside of a normal 
convention.  Since this option of the bylaws had never 
been exercised, the event was a learning experience. 
 

     Main agenda items included Carl Wetzel’s review of 
the new Organizational Chart shown on the following 
page.  Sean Morales presented a report on Municipal Util-
ity Districts.  Martin Nitschke provide a social program 
update.  Yvonne Kelly provided a Ron Paul for Prez cam-
paign update.  Jeff Daiell spoke of his run for Governor. 
 

     During the meeting, it became clear that routine ABMs 
should be convened for purpose of allowing non-partisan 
candidates to gain the support & endorsement of the 
HCLP body.  Kevin Tunstall spoke, and his receipt of our 
broad support was noted.  During the following fundraiser 
for Kevin, his campaign received donations of well over 
$1000.

     Two non-LP candidates for Houston City Council 
spoke to solicit the endorsement of HCLP - Alfred Moli-
son, and Roy Morales.

Tunstall Uncovers Statutory Shortcomings 
 

MISSOURI CITY, TEXAS – Kevin Tunstall, candidate for City Council 
District C of Missouri City, has uncovered a shortcoming of City Offi-
cials regarding statutory reporting requirements for Tax Increment Rein-
vestment Zones. 
 

State law requires City Councils to file a notification of the establish-
ment of a TIRZ and further requires annual financial reports to be filed 
with Texas Comptroller of Public Accounts. 
 

As of April 16, 2007, Patricia Bailey with the Comptroller’s office has 
verified that Missouri City officials have neither notified their office, nor 
filed any of the required reports mandated under Chapter 311 of the 
Texas Tax Code. Since their inception, both TIRZ #’s 1 & 2 have been 
operating outside of oversight capabilities of the state government. 
 

“A government bureaucracy derelict in its responsibilities casts a nega-
tive perception on our city” Tunstall said. “Perhaps the City Council 
should spend less time and money on PR Firms and Lobbyists and spend 
more time on performing their duties as elected officials.” 
 

This statutory requirement has been in effect since 1999.

The February 14th meeting of the Fort Bend 
County Libertarian Party concluded with the 
exciting news of Kevin Tunstall’s intention 
to run for a city council seat for Missouri 
City.  Kevin explained that the recent dis-
covery by FBLP Vice-Chair Michael Lee of 
a city ordinance whereby homeowners 
could be held responsible for the repair of 
the curbs in front of their homes had 
prompted him to become involved.  When 
Kevin directed media attention to the issue, 
he thereby received the ire of city officials.  
Missouri City residents urged Kevin to run 
for city counsel.  After much thought, Kevin 
decided to make the decision to accept the 
calling.  Since announcing his candidacy, 
dedicated Kevin Tunstall supporters have 
conducted weekend blocks despite rain and 
cold.  The Missouri City elections will take 
place on May 12th.  Volunteers are urgently

Brett gave the presentation on March 31st, 2007, when a 
group of fourteen Libertarians met with the county chair, 
Guy McLendon, who discussed the history of the Libertar-
ian Party and constitutional ideals. 
 
Brett’s presentation consisted of a five minute presentation 
on Objectivism, a philosophy created by Author/
Philosopher Ayn Rand based on Reality--Reason--Self-
Interest--Capitalism--Romantic Realism. 
 
In his discussion Brett identified four contradictions in the 
Constitution identified by Objectivism: 

• Contradicting responsibilities assigned to the govern-
ment in the Preamble: 1. Protection of rights and 2. 
Provision for the general welfare. 

• The idea that there ought to be a separation of state and 
economics, and the fact that there isn’t one. 

• The tenth amendment which tries to limit the govern-
ment by relegating all powers not granted to the federal 
government to the states or to the people, but in turn 
assigns the government more powers then intended. 

• Vague statements within the Constitution. For a prop-
erly restricted government, all rules and amendments 
must be explicit and clear. 

 
The HCLP wants to express our appreciation to Brett for 
choosing us to benefit from his investment of time & inter-
est.

The Texas LP starts 2007 off in a strong financial position, 
and is getting geared up for a successful 2008 election sea-
son.     A few highlights of the meeting follow: 
• $5000 was allocated to Executive Director Wes Bene-

dict to begin a prospecting program, and to mail LP 
outreach material to persons who are not current LP 
activists 

• Executive Director & Operating Committee were au-
thorized to begin a membership program to be used 
together with the prospecting program 

• Guy McLendon was appointed to be the Texas repre-
sentative to the 2008 National Platform Committee 

• For Texas LP branding efforts, the DRAFT formula 
for “Texas Talking Points” were reviewed.  A non-
binding vote conveyed this effort should be pursued 
further. 

• The candidate recruitment deadline has been changed 
per the Texas Election Code, so candidates for 2008 
elections must now file in Oct 2007.
