Tunstall Campaign

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My Fellow Libertarians,

HCLP continues to chip away at the base
of tyranny. Since my last update, Kevin Tun-
stall’'s campaign returned a 46% result. While
our volunteers were disappointed at first, there
is nonetheless lemonade in that half full glass
of lemons. His opponents have the nickname
“Redshirts” since they show their solidarity with

the Republican Party by wearing attire akin to
King George from the American Revolution. We forced the Redshirts
to choose: scramble, or lose. Kevin’s campaign demonstrated seri-
ous electoral know how. Victory was nearly ours, and the Redshirts
know it. Our “lemonade” includes the fact that we now have im-
proved capabilities to wage & win elections.

Now that Kevin’s campaign is over, your county organization is re-
focusing on our primary duty to build a functioning, viable organiza-
tion. The benefit is that future campaigns will have even greater re-
sources to pull from. A large quantity of LP members must kick into
gear to turn our vision into reality. Before you receive this, we’'ll
have met on June 30 at Ziggy’'s, and I believe results will follow.
Stay tuned for a report in the next issue.

The HCLP has an annual goal to win at least one election in 2007.
We are targeting winnable campaigns, and the optimal district should
contain no more than 10,000 registered voters. The race must be
non-partisan. We have one more opportunity coming in the Nov
2007 elections. If you live where you're eligible to run in such a dis-
trict, please contact me ASAP if you may be interested in running.

The LP’s 1988 candidate for President, Dr. Ron Paul, is again run-
ning for President, but is running on the Republican Party ticket. He
has been in three nationally televised debates, and his popularity is
skyrocketing. Ron’s quarterly campaign financial statements will be
released early in July, and a strong financial report will bode well for
his electoral chances. This unusual situation should make all liber-
tarians pause & think. Unusual problems often require unusual solu-
tions. Please see the article “Personal Recommendation” at right.

Public distribution of GCL is going well. Sean Morales continues to
periodically refresh our newsletter outlet at Angelika, and Martin
Nitschke has begun to distribute at three other locations - including
one rack at Ziggy's! GCL will advise where the general public can
pick up a copy. To offset cost of public distribution, I set a policy that
HCLP will mail free GCLs only to private addresses where we have
some means to contact the recipient — either phone number or email.
As a bonus, this change cuts out fees paid to the US Post Office, so
our contributions pay for more paper & ink vs postal delivery fees.

No one ever told me that wrestling Liberty back from tyrants would
be easy. It's not. A few persons can not do this alone, and the HCLP
needs your help. Please contact myself or any member of the HCLP
organization if you'd like to contribute time or money.

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Personal Recommendation
2008 Party Affiliation

Texas Election Code prohibits a voter from
participating in both a Republican primary,
and in our LP convention process. When one
votes in a primary party’s election, that act
affiliates the voter with that primary party for
the balance of that calendar year. Participa-
tion in LP’s convention process also requires
affiliation. So, it appears that Texas law im-
poses a choice for a person who wants to
support both the LP and Ron Paul.

That choice for many persons is not simple
or easy. For example, if I myself were to re-
sign from the LP and cast a single vote in the
Republican primary for Dr. Ron Paul, he gets
one vote. Yet as an activist, I can influence
hundreds or even thousands of votes, so the
impact from my role as a voter could get lost
in the round-off error as compared to my im-
pact as an activist. So as counter intuitive as
it may appear, one option for existing Ron
Paul activists would be to affiliate with the
LP, but continue to work for the Ron Paul
campaign.

If you, a Ron Paul supporter, wish to as-
sist Dr. Paul in his campaign to be President,
your best impact may be to run as a proac-
tive LP candidate. Let me explain. Being a
candidate gives you the opportunity to par-
ticipate in candidate forums. As a LP candi-
date in a candidate forum, you could give
your personal endorsement for Ron before a
crowd of 100 proactive voters. Then, do it
again, and again. Weight that benefit as
compared to you walking into the Republican
polling location, and casting one vote. Your
one vote could get lost in the round-off error.
Of course, if your spouse is *not* going to
be a LP candidate, serve as an officer, or
have input as a delegate, then one vote in
the Republican primary for Ron Paul would
be better for Liberty than having just one
non-active person attend & sign a paper at a
LP precinct convention.
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Part of my job as the HCLP Chair is to ask
our members to affiliate with the LP, and to
become candidates, and LP officers. To
comply with Texas law, certain roles within
the LP require official party affiliation, and
many do not. The following roles require
legal LP affiliation: convention delegates,
candidates, precinct chairs, members of the
county or state executive committees. If
you are *at all* considering to participate in
the LP in any one of those roles, then I
strongly encourage you to remain officially
affiliated with the LP. If LP leaders depart
merely to cast one vote in the Republican
primary, such gutting of our leadership
would severely damage the LP at local,
state & national levels.

Another part of my job is to build a credi-
ble HCLP organization that is capable of
helping our candidates win elections. My
broader personal goal is to restore Liberty
for Americans in the near term future.
When LP members assist Dr. Paul’s activ-
ists, that cooperation can help the LP.

In our private lives, some members from
HCLP Leadership Team have been attending
meetings where Ron Paul campaign activ-
ists are beginning to organize. A majority
of these new activists are new to the politi-
cal process, and they’re bubbling with ex-
citement and energy. Sadly, like Barry
Goldwater before him, Ron Paul is being at-
tacked by a pack of wolves - the Establish-
ment. Those new volunteers are seeing
their champion being attacked by their own
party leadership!

These new activists should conclude the
LP is on their side, and the Establishment
party drones are their political opponents.
Many of these new activists will naturally
migrate to work with their political allies -
their friends in the Libertarian Party.

A liberal will rob
from Paul to bribe Peter. A conservative will rob Peter to bribe Paul. Considering the
ethics of members in Congress, it's better to take no action rather than take the wrong
action. As things stand, gridlock is good for our middle class, and it’s good for America.

Please see me later about how we can restore Liberty for all Americans.
