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The REAL Hero of 9/11

William “Willie” Rodriguez is a native of Puerto Rico, a
US Citizen, and a resident of New Jersey. On September
11, 2001, Willie single-handedly rescued fifteen (15) per-
sons from the WTC. Rodriguez, a maintenance worker
employee of 19 years at the World Trade Center (WTC) in
New York, was the only person having a master key there
at the North Tower stairwells. New York City regulations
required WTC to lock most doors to prevent access from
the stairway, so firemen were unable to rescue victims
without having to tear down fire proof doors. Willie
bravely led firefighters up the stairwell, unlocking doors as
they ascended. He thereby aided in the successful evacua-
tion of hundreds of survivors.

Rodriguez, at great risk to his own life, re-entered the
Towers three times after the first, North Tower impact at
about 8:46 A.M., and is believed to be the last person to
exit the North Tower alive. Willie survived the building's
collapse by diving beneath a fire truck. After receiving
medical attention at the WTC site for his injuries, Rodri-
guez spent the rest of 9/11 as a volunteer in the rescue ef-
fort. At dawn the following morning, he was back at
Ground Zero continuing his heroic efforts.

Paul’s competitive advantages over his neocon opponents
due to his positions on the Iraq War, and border control.
Jeff Daiell spoke about his candidacy for Texas Gover-
nor. Kevin Tunstall spoke about his candidacy for city
council of Missouri City.

My Fellow Libertarians,

This period started off with a bang!
The HCLP met to review the roles & re-
sponsibilities of our Leadership Team. Our
opponents, the Establishment Demopubli-
can Party, functions on a county level with
hundreds of active members in their
County Executive Committee. That com-
pares with HCLP’s prior practice of having a
mere handful of CEC members. Our Leadership Team has be-
gun to work toward developing a network of leaders who take
ownership of party building down to the precinct level. Migra-
tion towards a organizational model suitable for a primary
party will help us evolve into a more credible electoral force. If
we work the plan, the Establishment can ignore us only at their
own peril. Stay tuned for further developments on that front.

One aspect of our growth strategy is to develop cooperative
relationships with other like-minded organizations. When our
members build personal friendships with persons in other or-
ganizations, the synergies help us grow. LP members need to
promote our organization with persons outside LP. We must
break out of the “singing to the choir” rut. Here in HCLP, we
are doing just that. We have recently extended our hand of
friendship on a personal basis to activists in the Ron Paul
Meetup.com group, the 9/11 Truth organization, Katy Watch-
dog$ and others.

I encourage everyone to attend the coming 2007 Common
Ground event on September 22. That event will include a
panel discussion with panelists from four political parties - Con-
stitution, Libertarian, Reform USA & Republican [Ron Paul ac-
tivists]. The panel will take questions from the audience.

The National 2008 Platform Committee has begun to work
on ideas for the coming convention to be held in Denver, Colo-
rado. As many LP folks know, most of the 2004 planks were
not retained by the Portland 2006 Convention, and that dele-
tion is known as the “Portland Purge”. Options for 2008 being
considered include different variations of a new short plank for-
mat, and continuing to work on the existing “Atlanta Format”.
As the 2008 Texas Representative to the National Platform
Committee, I'll be asking HCLP and Texas SLEC to provide
feedback on what format Texas LP members prefer. This
“National Platform” workshop will be held immediately following
the Common Ground event on 2007.

After the initial shock of 9/11, Willie was a leader for
the relatives of victims who demanded an investigation.
The government finally agreed to perform an investiga-
tion, but chose to limit its scope. During his presenta-
tion, Mr. Rodriguez cited the names of many individuals
who witnessed events germane to a serious investiga-
tion, but who were never asked to testify for the 9/11
commission. Willie noted the funding for the 9/11 in-
vestigation was only half the amount spent on the
Monica Lewinski investigation.

Rodriguez lost his employment of 19 years and his
means of earning a living as a direct result of the attacks
on the WTC. Deeply affected, as one might imagine, by
his experiences of 9/11, Rodriguez has, in a variety of
capacities and through several different organizations,
worked ever since that terrible day to help others who
were affected by the atrocities committed. He has con-
tinued in these labors, notwithstanding the fact that, due
to the loss of his employment, he has been unable to
earn a living, and was even homeless for a time.

Codex Alimentarius

Codex Alimentarius, created in 1962, is a trade Com-
mission of the UN that controls the international trade of
food. “Codex” is backed up by the crippling trade sanc-
tions of the World Trade Organization (WTO).

In July 2005, Codex adopted “Guidelines for Vitamin
and Mineral Food Supplements” that provides a frame-
work for the development of global restrictions upon the
manufacture and sale of dietary supplements containing
vitamins and minerals.

The Dietary Supplement Health and Education Act
(DSHEA, 1994), an American law classifying our sup-
plements and herbs as foods, protects Americans from
Codex so long as it remains in place and unaltered, and
so long as other legislation isn’t passed to weaken its
effectiveness. Growing threats to DSHEA could disman-
tle it. The most serious of these threats are the Codex
Guidelines for Vitamin and Mineral Food Supplements
compliance.

If Codex is implemented in the US, therapeutic dos-
ages of vitamins & minerals will become unavailable
because they will literally become illegal. Due to the
junk science use of toxicology to assess supposedly
toxic nutrients, a false belief is being engineered that
“nutritional supplements are dangerous to people’s
health”. Codex related legislation goes into effect in
Europe in December 31, 2009. It will be coming soon
to the USA unless We, the People, stop it.
