'04 Candidates File Now!

When Texas Tech students in
Lubbock decided to fight a city ordi-
nance that regulates the number of un-
related individuals who can live in a
houseÑthey created the purple house
protest.

When the school's Student
Government Association decided to get
serious they called in the expertsÑthe
local Libertarian Party.

"They're bringing in leaders
who have experience, like Libertarian
David DeLamar who headed up the
repeal for the smoking ban more than
a year ago," reported the Channel 11
News.  David and local Libertarians led
the first successful effort in the history

of Lubbock to bring a re-
peal of a city ordinance to
a vote.

The local LP has
agreed to advise and back
the effort by the students
to petition for the repeal
of the zoning lawÑand
that support was widely
reported in the Lubbock
media including the Uni-
versity Daily and the Lub-
bock-Avalanche Journal.

"The ordinance hurts college
students, but it also effects the elderly
and low income individuals; and it's
applied selectively," David told report-

ers.
The LP is helping the students

build a coalition including students at
other local colleges and groups such
as Citizens for Private Property Rights.

Filing for offices has begun.
You don't need to be a party

member to file. You don't need to sub-
mit signatures or pay filing fees. All
you need to do is choose an office and
send in a notarized application form so
that it arrives before the January 2,
2004 deadline. Only individuals with
applications filed are eligible for the
LP  nomination at County Conventions
or the State Convention.

LP candidates can't vote in the
primary elections. Also, County Chairs
can not be candidates for office unless
they will not  seek the Chair in 2004.

It requires legal size paper
to print. Each county party should also
have copies of this form availableÑ
you can contact the Chair to receive
one by mail.

Completed forms should be
sent to the County Chair for local of-
fices and to the State Chair for state-
wide or district offices. The State
Chair's address is on page two of this
newsletter.

If you are at least 18 years old,
are a legal resident of Texas and have
no criminal convictions the association
will assist you in becoming a notary.

You can order a $79 package
that includes the state required $21 fee,
gets you the required $10,000 bond,
and your notary book and stamp. If the
state accepts your application you will
be appointed for a four year term.

The group also offers an online
training course and optional Errors and
Ommissions insurance that provides
coverage if you are sued in relation to
your notary duties.

Become a Notary

Salon.com early last month
reported that the Pentagon is quietly
moving to fill draft board vacancies
nationwide. An estimated 16 percent
of 10,350 draft board seats are vacant
nationwide, they report. There are an-
other 11,070 appeals board slots.

Once appointed to a draft
board members may sit on the board
for up to 20 years. Peter Elloway in
Houston recently finished serving this
full term on his local draft board. Dal-
las County Chair Kevin Hagan has also
served on a draft board.

Unless there is a draft the re-
quirement is only to complete an ini-
tial 12-hour training and then a four-
hour yearly training review and be
available to serve if the draft is rein-
stated, which some argue is possible
as the war in Iraq drags on. To be ap-
pointed you must be a U.S. Citizen at
least 18 years old, registered with the
Selective Service if you are male, not
be active or retired military, not be an
employee of a law enforcement
agency, and finally not have been con-
victed of any criminal offense.

Individuals participating in the
mock primary will be asked on the spot
to affiliate with the Libertarian Party
and also to return for the precinct con-
ventions.

"In the 2002 Primary Election
several people seeking to vote Liber-
tarian were mistakenly directed to vote
in the Republican Primary by election
judges," Chair Kris Overstreet said.
"We want to prevent that ever happen-
ing again."

AustinÑThe Sunday, Novem-
ber 16 issue of the Austin American
Statesman contained a lengthy article
on the Free State Project written by
staff reporter Mark Lisheron.

The story not only mentioned
the Libertarian PartyÑbut also in-
cluded quotes from Alan Weiss, an
elected Libertarian; Michael Badnarik,
who is running for the LP Presidential
nomination; and Rick McGinnis,
Travis County LP Vice Chair. All of
the gentleman are from Austin and all
are members of the Free State Project.

ÒThere are already people
moving there,Ó Michael Badnarik is
quoted as saying. ÒAs we continue to
improve life and liberty in New Hamp-
shire, other people will come.Ó

Lisheron reported that 274 of
the 5,055 Free State Project Members
are Texans. He explained the history

of the Project and the process used to
decide on New Hampshire as the Free
State. He also interviewed New Hamp-
shire Governor Craig Benson via
email. Lisheron reported that the Gov-
ernor felt "New Hampshire would ben-
efit from new involvement in the po-
litical process."

ÒThey indicated to me that
they were small-business owners who
believe in limited self-governance.
These are ideals we share, and I wel-
come them as law-abiding citizens,Ó
Benson said.

While Lisheron's article wasn't
without criticism of the Libertarian
Party it was in general accurate and
positive coverage.

"Far from being political
kooks, as their intellectual predecessors
have sometimes been portrayed, orga-
nizers say the core of the movement is

middle class, educated, high-tech savy
and entrepreneurial," he wrote.

The article devoted a para-
graph to defining the Liberatarian phi-
losophy:  "Libertarians derive their
rights and their responsibilities from
the Constitution. The individual is ex-
pected to shoulder the biggest respon-
sibility, not to interfere with the rights
of other individuals. GovernmentÕs re-
sponsibility is to protect this covenant,
not to protect individuals from them-
selves, a libertarian would say. A lib-
ertarian supports some form of national
defense, for example, but does not sup-
port government-sponsored welfare or
school programs."

ÒAustin is my home. I love
Texas. I am a Texan. But it is changing
into a big government state. It isnÕt the
state I moved to 12 years ago,Ó said
Alan Weiss.

Federal law requires political committees to report the name, mailing address, and occupation and name of
employer for each individual whose contributions aggregate in excess of $200 in a calendar year. The Liber-
tarian Party of Texas also submits finance reports to the Texas Ethics Commission.

The Ballot Access Committee
meeting in Austin November 1 hired
Courage Communications, a direct
marketing firm owned by Libertarian
Erin Holliniden, to help raise funds for
the ballot access drive. Erin came
highly recommended from many indi-
viduals who have worked with her as
a fundraiser for the National Party and
for various local campaigns.

Erin has since been calling
Libertarian Party of Texas members
and asking for your monetary support
with the petition drive. Early results
have been good and committee mem-
bers would like to thank all the donors
who have responded to Erin's calls.

The committee also approved
purchasing an 1/8 page ad in LP News.
The ad, which will repeat for six

months, was published in the Decem-
ber issue of the newspaper. Headlined
"Help Texas Now!" it is a plea for do-
nations from out-of-state.

The ad points out that we've
not needed help since our last drive in
1986. That one petition for the Party
will get all Libertarian candidates on
the ballot. That for the last three elec-
tion cycles we've had more Congres-
sional candidates than either the Demo-
crats or the Republicans. And that in
2000, our six Texas statewide candi-
dates received 4,298,871 votes. Finally,
it asks "Can we count on your help
now?"

Legendary guitarist Jimmie
Vaughan has also agreed to help with
the drive through a series of
fundraising concerts. Plans include

concerts in Austin, San Antonio, Hous-
ton and Dallas. A reception to meet
Jimmie in person and the possible auc-
tion of an autographed guitar are also
being considered. BAC Chair Pat
Dixon is organizing this and could use
input on possible venues, MCs, etc.

HoustonÑHarris County LP Chair Anthony Garcia
appeared on ÒThe ConnectionÓ a half-hour public affairs
program on the local PBS affiliate, channel 8.

"I believe that there are a lot of people out there
who are eligible voters who are not voting because they
feel their vote doesn't countÑthat it doesn't matter, that
politics as usual is going to go on no matter who they vote
for," Anthony said. "They look at the candidates being of-
fered by the Democratic and Republican parties and they
see no difference between a big government Democrat and
a big government Republican."

"The biggest problem that we have as alternative
parties is first we can't even get on the ballot without hav-
ing to jump some huge hurdles," Anthony said. He went
on to explain the ballot access process.

Harris Chair on PBS TV
Daniel Conan Weiner, 53, died October 29, 2003.

Dan was a Vietnam Veteran and longtime Libertarian ac-
tivist.

Dan was co-founder and president of the Houston
Chapter of Pink Pistols. He was also Free State Project
member, participated in the Liberty Round Table, and had
recently been named editor of The Libertarian Enterprise.
Dan was an active representative for the committee to draft
science fiction novelist L. Neil Smith as the LP Presiden-
tial candidate.

Dan died from inoperable lung cancer, which was
diagnosed in July. He spent his last months at home with
his housemates Harlan and Marti Bennett, who became his
caregivers.

November 15, Local Libertarians and friends re-
membered Dan with a shoot in his honor. An "Irish" wake
was also held. Those wishing to make memorials in Dan's
name should donate to any of the libertarian organizations
he supported.
